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Sixth Form
The provision of Maths and/or English GCSE resit 2025/2026
This document sets out the requirements and expectations for the delivery of GCSE Maths and English resit programmes for post-16 students who have not achieved a grade 4 in Year 11. It ensures compliance with the 16-19 funding condition of funding, including minimum planned teaching hours and appropriate qualification routes. 
Scope
This policy applies to all post-16 students enrolled on study programmes of 150 hours or more who:
· Have not achieved a GCSE grade 9 to 4 in Maths and/or English, and
· Are required to study these subjects as part of their study programme to meet DfE/ESFA funding conditions. 
It applies to students aged 16–18, and to 19–25-year-olds with an Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan where applicable. 

Definitions
· Standard Pass: GCSE grade 4 or above in English and Maths.
· Condition of Funding (CoF): DfE requirement that eligible students study English and/or Maths if they haven’t achieved a standard pass, subject to minimum planned teaching hours. 
· Planned Hours: The total timetabled instructional hours contributing to the qualification.

Student Eligibility and Entry Requirements
1. Mandatory Resit: Students without a GCSE grade 4 or above in Maths and/or English are required to study appropriate qualification(s) as part of their programme. 
2. Exemptions: Exemptions may be applied only where statutory exemptions apply, for example:
· Relevant overseas qualifications equivalent to GCSE grade 4. 
· Students with an EHC plan who are assessed as not able to meaningfully engage in GCSE or approved alternatives. 
3. Students who subsequently achieve a GCSE grade 4 or equivalent approved qualification, no longer need to continue studying that subject under CoF requirements. 

Programme Design and Delivery

Qualification Routes
For each student, the provider will determine the most appropriate progression route:
· GCSE Maths/English: For students who are assessed as ready to work towards a GCSE resit. 
· Functional Skills Level 2 or other approved stepping-stone qualification: Where appropriate to support progression towards level 2 attainment. 
Minimum Planned Teaching Hours
To meet the CoF requirements for academic year 2025–26 and beyond:
· Full-time students must be timetabled to receive a minimum of 100 planned hours per academic year for each of Maths and English they are studying. 
· Part-time students’ minimum hours will be pro-rata according to total programme hours. 
· These hours must be delivered as stand-alone, whole-class, in-person teaching; additional small-group or online support may supplement these hours but does not replace them. 

Timetabling and Attendance
1. Timetabling: Resit classes must be scheduled in a way that allows students to meet their planned hours across the academic year.
2. Attendance Monitoring: Attendance is monitored and reported in line with provider procedures. Persistent non-attendance may trigger internal intervention and be recorded for funding/compliance data returns.
3. Integration with Study Programme: Students should be timetabled for Maths and/or English alongside their other study programme components, ensuring a balanced workload.




Assessment, Progress Monitoring and Support
1. Initial Assessment: On enrolment, all students without a standard pass in English and/or Maths must undertake an initial assessment to determine starting points and appropriate pathways.
2. Progress Reviews: Progress towards target grades will be reviewed regularly with records maintained.
3. Additional Support: Providers should offer additional revision sessions, study skills, literacy/numeracy workshops and targeted interventions as needed.
4. Exam Entry: Students should be entered for the appropriate GCSE examination series (summer, and where available, November), in consultation with subject teachers and according to the awarding body’s exam timetable.

Recording and Reporting
1. Data Returns: The provider must accurately record students’ qualifications, planned hours, and attainment in the Individualised Learner Record (ILR) and/or school census as required. 
2. Funding Compliance: Failure to meet CoF requirements (e.g., minimum planned hours or enrolment on approved qualifications) may result in funding adjustments per ESFA rules. 
Quality Assurance
1. Curriculum Reviews: Senior leaders will monitor the effectiveness of resit provision through learner outcomes, attendance, progress data, and teaching quality reviews.
2. CPD: Staff teaching resits should engage in ongoing professional development in GCSE resit pedagogy and techniques.
3. Learner Voice: Providers should gather learner feedback on the resit experience to inform continuous improvement.
