Get to grips with these, and you're well on the way
to achieving success at GCSE.

This book is divided into two sections:

Grammar

If you are using the Nelson Thornes AQA GCSE German Student Book,
you will find different grammar points are assigned to different topics
from the AQA specification. Of course, both in real life and in the exam
you will need to be able to apply your grammar knowledge across a
range of subjects. You might learn the perfect tense while talking about
holidays, but you'll want to use it elsewhere too! For this reason, the
grammar points in this book aren’t just linked to the topics where you
first encounter them — here you can branch out and gain confidence in
applying the same rules to new situations. Grammar points are arranged
into sections to form a reference. Once you've learned a point, practise
it here, or use different pages during your revision, to bring together your
topic and grammar knowledge.

Vocabulary
As in the AQA GCSE German Student Book, vocabulary topics follow the
order listed in the AQA specification. Use the different sections:

® at the start of a new topic, to practise the vocabulary you already
know from Key Stage 3, and to pinpoint areas that will need more
work for GCSE

® while working through a Student Book chapter, to reinforce and
broaden your vocabulary

@ while revising, especially when you need a reminder of topics covered
a long time previously.

Nouns in German change
according to whether they are
singular (only one) or plural

Forming plural nouns
There are different ways of
making nouns plural in German.
There isn't really a quick rule, but
there are some patterns that can
help you remember them.

Most feminine nouns add -n or
-en: eine Katze — zwei Katzen

Nouns ending -er, -en usually
stay the same: ein Hamster —
drei Hamster

Most nouns borrowed from
other languages just add -s:
ein Auto - zwei Autos

Some nouns add -e: ein Hund -
drei Hunde

Some nouns add -e, but also
take an umlaut (7): eine Maus -
hundert M&use

A few nouns add -er: ein Ej -
sechs Eier

Some nouns add -er and take an

umlaut: ein Mann - zwei Mdnner

Subject - nominative
case

The subject of a sentence is
the person or thing doing the
action of the verb. In German
the nominative case is used
for the subject.

The direct object of a
sentence is the person or thing
having the action of the verb
done to it. In German the
accusative case is used for the
direct object.

Forming the imperfect

tense

To form the imperfect tense
of irregular verbs, take the
stem (e.g. kaufer) and add the
following endings:

ich kaufte wir kauften

If the stem ends in -¢, you
need an e before the ending so
it's easier to say: ich arbeitete.

Irregular verbs change the
stem.
